Wow! Made another WALLZ happen! 11 artworks all
over the city, and all of them are divine. Once again,
the cream of street-art from the Czech Republic,
Europe and overseas came to Pilsen and left behind
original artworks that are definitely worth seeing
with your own eyes.

For us, this year was also about fulfilling our long-
term dreams. After three years, it was possible to
finalize collaboration with the American artist, Brad
Downey; after last year’s forced postponement,
Tadas Simkus arrived from Kaunas, Lithuania; after
almost three years, the giant embankment area
under the ,,21“ club was finally covered by art by
the local skate group, Pessertive Crew; an inter-
esting mural was created by Caer8th at the inter-
changer in Sady 5. kvétna, which we had had our
eye on since 2020. In addition, we supported this
year’s Festival by a meeting with the organizers of
similar street-art events from the Czech Republic
and Germany, with whom we had a very stimulating
exchange of experience.

This year wasn’t completely smooth as there are
always some glitches at every good festival and
itwouldn‘t be any fun without them. A change of
locations for artists aweek before the Festival; an
endless search for a suitable artist for amuralin
Doubravka; subsequent rejection of this artwork

by the owner on the Festival’s opening day, which
ended with a successful approval the next day; and
soon... Every year, we experience something new
but we are happy that we manage to solve problems
successfully and turn them into important experi-
ences for the coming years.

Ithink that the idea of the whole Festival, that

art can change the public’s view and give new
energy to places that need it, has once again been
fulfilled. One example for all is Chemis’s mural on
the ,famous derelict building on Jate¢ni“, which
became, at least for awhile, a new icon and thus
helped to see this building in a different light.

And that‘s what | enjoy most about the Festival.

This year
again welcomed an amazing group of artists who
together created a completely original atmosphere
of the third season of WALLZ while being completely
unique individually. Again, we had surprises and
complications. Tadas Simkus got to Pilsentwo

days in advance only to find that a large part of his
ordered sprays had not arrived. However, his typical
smile never left his face. Maja Hiirst is an artist with
abig and open heart who, despite the considerable
problems surrounding her location, kept her spirits
up and worked hard on her large-scale painting
until the last moments of the Festival. Chemis spent
aweek painting on the facade of a controversial
house in Jate¢ni Street, where he and his assistant
Roman experienced a little drama with a stolen bike.
Brad Downey and his colleague Rok arrived in Pilsen
from Izola, Slovenia in a car with a cart on which
they loaded a giant iron wheel almost four meters

in diameter. They certainly didn‘t lack energy,

so instead of resting, they immediately began to
explore the flavours of Pilsen, accompanied by the
Dutch artist, Rutger Termohlen, and his brother
Kevin, who filled me and others with unceasing joy
and positive mood all week. Caer8th arrived halfway
through the Festival to create his cosmic mural

in two days and fly back to his street-art universe.
Similarly, the Austrian-German duo, Julia and Fred,
managed in two days to create an amazing painting
from the fauna and flora world plus three paintings
for the DEP02015 exhibition and a great piece for
the graffiti jam. Yakokarlik and his crew from Pilsen
worked day and night to create a colourfully glowing
mega-piece. lllustration student, Johana Kubalova,
quickly got over her initial nervousness and created
ahumorous and clever work in a location full of chil-
dren and coypus. And the Thinker by sculptor Michal
Trpak hovers over it all.

Apersonal and huge thank you to everyone for their
patience, endless joy, positive energy and great
pieces of artwork that significantly expanded the
street-art map of Pilsen!

One of the most prominent contemporary
Lithuanian artists, Tadas Simkus, represented the
city of Kaunas as the European Capital of Culture
2022 at this year's festival. His works, character-
ized by significant exaggeration, wit and light-
ness, can be found in many places throughout
Europe. He puts actual feelings and experiences
into his creations full of joy and positive energy and
believes that these emotions remain in the paint-
ings. In his opinion, art in public space is not bound
by any rules, and thus is completely open to endless
interpretations.

In Pilsen, Tadas created a very perceptive work in
today’s difficult times, which reflects the constant
need for love and understanding. Two embracing
figures look monumental on the sidewall of a tall
building while radiating a feeling of calm, forcing
the hurrying passers-by to stop at least for
amoment. The artist’s idea was to make the figures
as simple and symbolic as possible, to fill the loca-
tion with more positive colours and to bring more
harmony to this part of the city.

Julia Heinisch aka VIDEO studied sculpture in her
native Linz and art history and philosophy at the
University of Vienna. Frederic Sontag aka SCKRE
was born in Ludwigsburg, Germany and studied
scenic painting. This Austrian-German couple has
beenworking together for several years on murals,
which mainly reflect inspiration by nature. The
style of painting, often reminiscent of art nouveau
ornaments combined with rich natural scenery, is,
unlike other street artists, more derived from clas-
sical painting. It combines decorativeness, natu-
ralism and surrealism, while the frequently used
colour green suggests an important psychology of
colours for both artists. Julia studies animals from
all possible perspectives and in her fast and intui-
tive drawing focuses mainly on animals in motion,
while Fred naturally incorporates them into an
ornamental landscape full of more or less abstract
shapes and forms.

Also in the Pilsen painting on the facade of
aspecial school, the artistic education of both
authors combined with the typical writer’s style

in the resulting fictitious landscape with distinc-
tive flowers and birds. In particular, it is a family

of songbirds called waxwing perching on the
branches of blossoming apricot trees. Julia and
Fred travel through cities to which they bring

the beneficial legacy of nature. As part of this
year's festival, they also left a piece

of their dream nature in Pilsen.

Gesky umélec Chemis, plivodem z Kazachstanu,
maluje od svych 16 let a dnes patfi k nejvyznam-
néj$im street art umélciim u nas i ve svété.

Ke graffiti ho privedlo kresleni pfi nudnych hodi-
nach chemie, které ho inspirovaly také k pseudo-
nymu Chemis. Ve své vytiibené figurativni malbé
reflektuje aktualni témata, at uz to bylo sté vyrodi
vzniku Ceskoslovenska, které oslavil malbou
plaéiciho T. G. Masaryka, teroristické utoky v Parizi
nebo aktualnitéma vale¢né invaze na Ukrajiné.
Svym dilem reaguje na mista, kde tvofi, a ¢asto ve
svém dile zpracovava socialni otazky ¢i problémy
spojené s zivotnim prostedim.

V Plzni
maloval na bo¢ni fasadu kontroverzniho pavlaco-
vého domu v Jateéni ulici, ktery by mél byt v hori-
zontu dvou let zdemolovan. V pribéhu let byl tento
dim sttidavé obyvan romskymi rodinami a pravé
socialni pozadi a historie této stavby malite inspiro-
valy k jeho iluzivni malbé spiciho ditéte.

Czech artist, Chemis, originally from Kazakhstan,
has been painting since he was 16 years old and
today, he is one of the most important street artists
both in our country and around the world. He found
his way to graffiti through doodling during boring
chemistry lessons, which also inspired him to use
the pseudonym Chemis. In his refined figurative
paintings, he reflects current topics, whether it was
the centenary of the founding of Czechoslovakia,
which he celebrated with a painting of crying TG
Masaryk; the terrorist attacks in Paris; or the current
topic of the military invasion in Ukraine. With his
work, he responds to the places where he creates,
and often deals with social issues and problems
related to the environment in his work. In the past,
he worked with organizations dealing with human
rights. He considers his biggest success so far to
be the invitation to paint the main wall of the Graffiti
Hall of Fame in New York, i.e. the place to which the
very beginnings of graffiti are connected.

Chemis often uses child characters as something
unaffected and pure to convey his message.

In Pilsen, he painted the sidewall of a controver-
sial terraced house at Jate¢ni Street, which is to be
demolished within two years. Over the years, this
house was alternately inhabited by Roma families,
and it was the social background and history of this
building that inspired the painter to create his illu-
sory painting of a sleeping child. The expressive-
ness and urgency of the subject matter is empha-
sized by a carefully executed painting, strongly
contrasting with the crumbling wall of an old and
neglected house.
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Brad Downey je americky umélec Zijici v Berliné,
ktery za svymi uméleckymi zazitky cestuje po
celém svété. Jednu ze svych zakladen ma také

ve Slovinsku. V roli pouliéniho sochare dava
obvyklym vécem nové rozméry. Brad je umélcem

s velmi neotfelym vidénim mésta, smyslem pro
detail a inteligentnim humorem. Vyjadfuje se
malbou, kresbou, spontannimi instalacemi, filmem
auméleckou intervenci do vef'ejného prostoru.
Jeho ¢asto provokativni a do¢asna dila pracuji

s momentem prekvapeni a byvaji zamérena proti
systému, spole¢enskym stereotypim a rutinnimu
vnimani organismu mésta. Forma a namét dél vzdy
zavisi na daném misté, jeho historii, aktualni spole-
éenské situaci a atmosfére.

V Plzni Brada Downeyho inspirovala velka
plechova komunisticka hvézda ze stfechy byva-
I6ho Krajského vyboru KSC na dnesni Americké
tridé. Hvézda, ktera od padu komunistického
rezimu leZela na stfe$e domu, byla po happeningu
vroce 2019 ulozena za budovou DEP02015.

Se svou typickou davkou humoru, ov§em na
pozadi velmi aktualniho a vazného tématu,
vytvorilumélec obfikoloto¢ pro ki'ecky, ktery
pojmenoval Over and over. Odkazuje tak na nekon-
éici absurditu a nesmysinost politickych ideologii,
jejichz zastanci se ve snaze dosahnout néjakého
cile jako kireéek ve svém kole stale to¢i v kruhu,
aby se ocitli pokazdé znovu na za¢atku. Downeyho
koloto¢ je v kontextu sou¢asnosti symbolem pravé
toho, Ze navzdory nes¢etnym ponauéenim se
historie neustale opakuje.

Brad Downey is an American artist living in Berlin
who travels around the world for his artistic expe-
riences. He also has one of his bases in Slovenia.
Inthe role of a street sculptor, he gives new dimen-
sions to ordinary things. Brad is an artist with a very
fresh vision of a city, an eye for detail and an intel-
ligent sense of humour. He expresses himself
through painting, drawing, spontaneous installa-
tions, film and artistic intervention in public space.
His often provocative and temporary art works with
amoment of surprise and is directed against the
system, social stereotypes and the routine percep-
tion of the organism of the city. The form and theme
of his works always depend on the given place, its
history, current social situation and atmosphere.

In Pilsen, Brad Downey was inspired by a large

tin communist star from the roof of the former
Communist Party Regional Committee building
ontoday‘s Americka Street. The star, which had
been sitting on the roof of the building since the fall
of the communist regime, was stored behind the
DEP02015 building after a happening in 2019. With
his typical dose of humour, but against the back-
ground of a very current and serious topic, the
artist created a giant carousel for hamsters, which
he named Over And Over. It thus refers to the never-
ending absurdity and senselessness of political
ideologies, whose proponents, in an attempt to
achieve some goal, like a hamster in its wheel,
keep running in a circle, only to find themselves at
the beginning time and again. Downey’s carousel
is, in the context of today, a symbol of the very

fact that, despite countless lessons, history keeps
repeating itself.

1998 a nyni pracuje stiidavé v Berliné a v Curychu.
Dlouhodobé se zabyva tvorbou ilustraci a mural(i
odkazujicich na jednoduché plo$né zobrazeni egypt-
skych hieroglyf(, které pfetvarive stylizacizejména
zvitecich a ptirodnich motivi. Casto tak zobrazuje
geometricky abstrahovana zvifata nebo lidi s jejich
typickymi zplo$télymi obli¢eji a Sirokymi nosy.

Jeji styl je také ovlivnén jihoamerickym lidovym
uménim i indickymi myty. Maja zasadné pracuje
bez pripravnych navrh, jeji site specific malba je
spontanni improvizaci tésné spojenou s plsobenim
daného mista, jeho okoli, kolemjdoucich lidi i aktu-
alni nalady umélkyné.

Swiss artist Maja Huirst has been painting since
1998 and now works alternately in Berlin and Zurich.
For along time, she has been engaged in the crea-
tion of illustrations and murals referring

to simple areal representation of Egyptian hier-
oglyphs, which she transforms into stylization of
mainly animal and natural motifs. She often depicts
geometrically abstracted animals or people with
typically flattened faces and broad noses. Her
style is also influenced by South American folk art
and Indian myths. Maja essentially works without
preparatory sketches, her site-specific painting

is a spontaneous improvisation closely connected
to the effect of each place, its surroundings,
passers-by and the artist’s current mood.

Through her work, Maja searches for a distinctive
visual language based on the subtlest essences
of the given place in connection with her own
thoughts. Very simple, graphic, sometimes figu-
rative, sometimes abstract shapes are created.

In Pilsen, a location was waiting for her at arecre-
ational place under a railway tunnel, where people
ride bikes, walk, relax. Influenced by the green
colour of the metal elements of the bridge, the
corn and poppy fields and the vicinity of Berounka
River, Maja created a four-volume work in the
subway depicting the essence of this place -
aSeed, an Egg, a Bird and a Tree. The painting
therefore refers to the absolutely basic things of
humans and the universe and shows the endless
cycle of growth and decay.

Ve snaze vytvorit
néco originalniho a odpoutat se od starych tradic si
buduje svou péchotu novych svatych, ktefi obétovali
své Zivoty Slechetnym vécem jako je véda, zdravot-
nictvi ¢i vesmirny priizkum. Tak se na jeho malbach
objevuji osobnosti jako Nikola Tesla, Albert Einstein,
Richard Feynman, Carl Sagan ¢i Neil Armstrong.
Malba na technickém objektu vsamém centru
PIzné je vénovana misi Apollo 1 a zobrazuje jednoho
z autorovych novych svatych Guse Grissoma, ktery
pti této misi tragicky zahynul.

Vladimir Hirscher aka Caer8th started creating
graffiti at the age of 14 and today belongs to the
leading street artists who emerged from the orig-
inalunderground. He has been painting profes-
sionally since 2007 in a wide range of forms, from
interior and exterior design, through traditional
painting and graphics with a specialization in

3D painting to Light Art, air brush or body-painting.
His distinctive style can be classified as
.post-graffiti“. Thematically, it focuses primarily
on science and science fiction, but also on social
and environmental issues.

In Pilsen, Caer8th followed on his current most
popular creation of space concepts in the 3D graf-
fiti style associated with characters. In an effort to
create something original and break away from old
traditions, he builds his infantry of new saints who
have sacrificed their lives for noble causes, such as
science, healthcare and space exploration. Thus,
personalities such as Nikola Tesla, Albert Einstein,
Richard Feynman, Carl Sagan and Neil Armstrong
appear in his paintings. The painting on atech-
nical building in the very centre of Pilsen is dedi-
cated to the Apollo 1 mission and depicts one of the
author’s new saints, Gus Grissom, who tragically
perished during this mission.

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Nizozemsky umélec Rutger Termohlen se vénuje
graffiti, street artu a tetovani od ranych deva-
desatych let. Styl tetovani, rana graffiti tvorba
iumélecké vzdélani se vyrazné propisuje do jeho
aktualni streetartové tvorby. Jednim z kli¢ovych
motiv(i je pro malite spoleénost. Casto pisuzuje
zviratQm lidskeé vlastnosti, ¢imZ se stavaji jakousi
metaforou ¢lovéka, ale snazi se také najit plvodni
zvifeci pfirozenost. V navaznosti na svou graffiti
minulost pracuje umélec vétSinou rychle, intui-
tivné, bez nacrtd, coZz znamena urdity risk, ktery
ovSem vyslednému dilu dodava neobycejnou
obrazovou kvalitu.

Na festival WALLZ byl Rutger nominovan méstem
Breda a mistni Blind Walls Gallery. Do Plzné pfijel se
svym bratrem Kevinem, ktery mu pomohl vytvofit
Gizasnou malbu na fasadu soukromého domu,
jejimz leitmotivem je tvar znamé americké herecky.
Malbu nazval Little Wing podle své oblibené skladby
Jimiho Hendrixe. Na pozadi véty ,zapomenout na
kazdodenni Zivot®, ktera dle umélce charakterizuje
celou jeho praci, se do svych maleb snazi vtélovat
snové cesty, ve kterych si divak, odpoutan od denni
rutiny a vedniho Zivota, mdZe vytvofit svdj viastni
pribéh. Tak citil z lokality v plzeriské étvrti Petrohrad
urcitou poti'ebu uniku, ktery symbolizuje cesta
vedouci mimo mésto, do neznamého a dobrodruz-
ného svéta za obrazem.

Dutch artist Rutger Termohlen has been involved
in graffiti, street art and tattoos since the early
nineties. The style of tattooing, early graffiti crea-
tion and artistic education are strongly reflected
in his current street-art work. One of the key
motives for the painter is society. He often attrib-
utes human qualities to animals, making them
into a kind of metaphor for man, but he also tries
to find original animal naturalness. Building on his
graffiti past, the artist usually works quickly, intu-
itively, without sketches, which means a certain
risk, which, however, gives the resulting work an
extraordinary pictorial quality.

Rutger was nominated for the WALLZ festival by the
city of Breda and the local Blind Walls Gallery. He
came to Pilsen with his brother Kevin, who helped
him create an amazing painting on the facade

of a private house, the main motif of which is the
face of afamous American actress. He called the
painting Little Wing after his favourite Jimi Hendrix
song. Against the background of the phrase ,forget
about everyday life”, which according to the artist
characterizes his entire work, he tries to embody
dreamlike journeys in his paintings, in which

the viewer, detached from the daily routine and
everyday life, can create his own story. At the loca-
tionin the Pilsen area called Petrohrad, he felt

a certain need for escape, which is symbolized by
the path leading out of the city into the unknown
and adventurous world behind the painting.

Jakub Karlik aka Yakokarlik loves skateboarding
and fine art from street-art to graphics, illustra-
tion and design. With his interventions, he helps to
cultivate public space; he is one of the initiators of
the creation of DIY skate spots in interesting and
to some extent also forgotten places, especially

in Pilsen, but he also has a similar painting at the
Vitavska metro station in Prague. Jakub works
mainly with colourful geometry, which responds

to buildings or the surrounding landscape, to light
and shadows.

The goal of his Pilsen artwork on the extensive area
of Radbuza embankment, for which the name RBS,
i.e. River Bank Spot, is already used in the local
skate community, was the visual unification of the
entire area into one compact monumental unit. In
his design, Jakub responded to the way architec-
ture and the surrounding environment connect to
each other, to the cracking of the wall, to the play
of sunlight. Thanks to the bold-colour surfaces,
the somewhat neglected area of the embank-
ment cleared and literally brightened up. Jakub
and his crew managed to create one of the most
striking works of this year's festival, which is a great
example of the change in perception of public
space also on the part of the general public.

Johana Kubalova comes from Prague and
currently studies her master’s degree at the Media
Illustration studio at the Ladislav Sutnar Faculty of
Design and Art of the University of West Bohemia in
Pilsen. Her works are mostly solitaires; she always
works onwhat interests her at the moment or on
the basis of an assignment, without any narrower
focus or connection. Johana Kubalova’s design was
selected for this year's WALLZ based on an open call
to students of the Faculty of Design and Art.
Johanna's design caught our attention with its
humour and very attentive reflection of the func-
tion of the building and the surrounding area.

The water facility is located right next to a chil-
dren’s playground and the river where coypus

live. Itis the coypu that have become a kind of
mascot of the place and the subject of the painting,
which, with its colourful and playful tone, is aimed
precisely at the children who spend their free time
here. Despite the fact that it was Johana'’s first
experience with outdoor painting, the young author
was able to react wittily and quickly to the archi-
tecturally strange construction of the technical
building and appropriately connect it with the
surroundings.

Michal Trpak graduated from Jiti Beranek’s
Sculpture Studio at the Academy of Arts,
Architecture and Design in Prague and completed
his doctoral studies under the supervision of

Boris Jirk( at the Academy of Fine Arts in Banska
Bystrica. Today, his sculptural works can be seen
all over the Czech Republic and abroad. He also
participated in a number of architectural projects
and has been organizing the Art in the City exhibi-
tion in Ceské Budéjovice for over ten years. Using
different materials, he often creates in harmony
with the specific space for which his sculptures are
intended. He seeks inspiration in the problems of
modern society and in nature, where he is fasci-
nated by organic and living forms.

Hamburg Deck, which has now become the new
home for Michal Trpak’s statue, is the gateway

to Pilsen due to its location by the Main Railway
Station and can form the firstimpression of the
city for many visitors. For one year, passengers will
be greeted by the statue of Thinker, which Michal
created in 2017 from polyester resin and steel.

The sculpture is a paraphrase of the famous
Thinker by French sculptor Auguste Rodin. Seated
on a high chair and covered with yellow silhouettes
of stylized figures in various positions, according
to the author himself, it becomes the symbolic
consciousness of the entire world.
